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DEFINITION 

 
 
The IKD definition for investigations in the private sector is: 
 

Any surveillance, inquiries or investigations that are carried out on behalf of another, for 

the purpose of 

 
 (a) obtaining information and/or evidence about a particular person1 or about the 

activities or whereabouts of a particular person; or  

 
(b) obtaining information and/or evidence about the circumstances in which or 

means by which any property has been lost or damaged
